To report abuse in Newcastle

In an emergency or if someone’s life is at risk call 999.

If you are told about or witness an incident of adult abuse, are the victim of adult
abuse or think abuse may be happening. You can:

contact Adult Social CarePoint at Newcastle City Council
complete an online safeguarding form
contact someone you trust, such as a GP, nurse, police officer or care worker.
They will pass on your concerns to the safeguarding agencies.
professionals must complete the online safeguarding form
