In Newcastle the adult run is 9am every Saturday starting on the Town Moor in Exhibition Park,
near the Cafe.  The 2km Junior Parkrun starts near the same spot on a Sunday at 9am.

Register before your first run and take a printed copy of your barcode to every run (request a
reminder). If you forget it, you won’t get a time.

Other Parkruns take place at Saltwell Park, Rising Sun, Gibside, Sunderland and Whitely Bay
